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Jan and Kahle,

We would like to get your input and hopefully permission to attach new flood warning equipment to
the upstream side of the Mellen Street bridge. The plan is to replace the outdated NWS stilling well
gage with new instrumentation that will include a non-contact radar stage sensor and GOES satellite
equipment to improve the transmission of near real-time data. All of the equipment would be on
the bridge. Everything would be powered by a 12-volt battery with solar panel. We would install all
of the components without drilling any holes into the bridge. The same equipment is used by WEST
and the USGS in other parts of the Chehalis Basin.

I've attached a PDF photo with text which specifies what our preferred installation would consist of.
We would prefer to install the new equipment next to the wire-weight gage. For reference I've
included a photo of the USGS radar installation on the Chehalis at Montesano. The Mellen Street
gage would be similar in most respects.

Right now it looks like the new equipment would be installed in August. Please let me know if you
approve of this plan and if you need any other information from us.
