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2017-2019 Public Participation Grants Program Awards

The following report outlines the application announcement, evaluation, and ranking of the
2017-2019 Public Participation Grant (PPG) applications. The report is required to include, per
WAC 173-321-070(4), at a minimum:

e The public notice used to announce the application period;

e How the applications were evaluated,

e A rranked list of all applicants and a description of their proposed projects; and
e The amount awarded to each recipient.

The Department of Ecology (Ecology) published the 2017-19 Public Participation Grant
Program Guidelines on July 10, 2017. In addition to the program requirements, the guidelines
included the updated program rule, chapter 173-321 WAC,; the PPG application instructions; the
application Screening Checklist and Evaluation Scorecard; and a copy of the General Terms and
Conditions of all Ecology grants. These were all available on the PPG webpage.

The public notice (see Appendix A) was sent out via email to the following ListServs
administered by Ecology:

(The notice was also sent out to the Washington contacts on a national moderate risk waste ListServ).

Announcements were made on Ecology’s Public Participation Grants webpage, Ecology’s
Hanford Twitter and Facebook accounts, and Ecology’s Toxic Cleanup Program Site Register.
It’s unknown how many organizations and individuals received the notification secondhand
through forwarded emails.

An abbreviated version (in English) of the program guidelines, A Quick Look, was attached to
the emails. Versions of A Quick Look in English, Spanish, Vietnamese, Korean, and Chinese
were also made available on the PPG webpage (See Appendix B).

The application was only available through the online system, Ecology’s Administration of
Grants and Loans (EAGL). Ecology conducted a webinar training with step-by-step instructions
on filling out the PPG application in EAGL. A recording of the webinar was sent to the PPG
ListServ and made available on the PPG webpage.

The application was open from 8:00 a.m. July 18, 2017 through 5:00 p.m. August 11, 2017.
Ecology received a total of 41 completed applications. Two of the applications were determined
to be ineligible based on the type of project.

Thirty-nine eligible applications were scored using the Evaluation Scorecard (see Appendix C).
The evaluators included the PPG Financial Manager (sections 1-5) and three Waste 2 Resources
Program staff (section 6). The final score for Section 6 was an average of all three evaluators’
scores. This averaged number was added to the Financial Manager’s score for Sections 1-5.

The total amount requested from all eligible applications was $3,918,230. The 2017-2019 budget
for PPG is $2,272,000. If the total amount requested exceeds the PPG budget, the agency has the
authority to limit organizations to one grant regardless of ranking (WAC 173-321-070(4)).
Ecology chose to use this limitation to allow as many organizations as possible to receive

funding.

Organizations that acted as “fiscal sponsors” for other organizations were not subject to the
limitation. “Fiscal sponsors” administer the grant but do not implement the project (see

Appendix D).

The following is the ranked list of all eligible applications along with a project description and
the amount requested (the grants have not been finalized yet so the amount funded may vary
slightly from the amount requested). Applications greyed out below were eliminated from
consideration due to limiting organizations to one grant:

Appendix B

A Quick Look: Public Participation Grants

The Washington State Department of Ecology’s (Ecology) Public Participation Grant (PPG)
program is a competitive grant program that provides up to $60,000 per year to qualified
individuals and not-for-profit public interest organizations. The purpose of these grants is to
facilitate public participation in the investigation and remediation of contaminated sites, and to
facilitate implementation of the state’s solid and hazardous waste management priorities.

Eligibility Requirements

The PPG program will award funding to either of the following groups:

e Individuals who may be adversely affected by a release or threatened release of a hazardous
substance, or

e Not-for-profit public interest organizations based in the State of Washington.

Program Priorities
Priority consideration for PPG will be given to applicants who meet any of the following criteria:

e Facilitate public participation in hazardous substance release sites.
e Facilitate public participation in highly impacted or low-income communities.
e Have not received PPG funding since July 1, 2013.

Project Categories

PPG will fund two basic types of projects:

e Contaminated site projects -These projects encourage public involvement in the investigation
and cleanup of contaminated sites.

e \Waste management projects - These projects facilitate implementation of the state’s solid and
hazardous waste priorities.

the program guidelines.

Submitting Your Application

To apply for a grant, you must complete and submit an application in the Ecology
Administration of Grants and Loans (EAGL) online grant management system. Make sure you
read and understand all of the application instructions. A copy of the instructions will be
included with the application in EAGL. The PPG Program will accept applications from 8:00
a.m. July 18, 2017 through August 11, 2017 at 5:00 p.m. Find information on EAGL here:

Application Screening and Evaluation

Ecology uses a screening checklist to determine whether your application meets eligibility
criteria. Your application must be successfully submitted in EAGL by the deadline in order to be
evaluated. Late applications are not eligible.

All eligible applications will be evaluated against the following criteria:

Whether the applicant meets one or more of the priority considerations.

The extent to which the individual applicant, or the community served by the not-for-profit
organization, is impacted by the hazardous substance release or the waste management issue
addressed by the project.

The extent to which the applicant has demonstrated the ability to manage grant funds.

Past performance under a public participation grant.

The extent to which the applicant has demonstrated the ability to measure the project’s
outcomes.

The degree to which the public participation activity will promote or implement the state solid
and hazardous waste management priorities.

The applications will receive a numerical score based on the evaluation results. Ecology will
develop a ranked list of all applications. Grants will be awarded to the highest-ranking
applications within the established program funding. After selecting grants for funding, Ecology
will contact all applicants. See Appendix C - PPG Application Screening and Evaluation Matrix
in the program guidelines.

Grant Management

After an award offer, Ecology and the recipient negotiate the scope of work, performance
schedule, budget, and any agreement-specific or special terms and conditions of the agreement.
Ecology drafts the agreement and forwards it to the recipient for review and signature.

Review the Administrative Requirements for Recipients of Ecology Grants and Loans Managed
in EAGL. This document establishes the administrative requirements for all grants and loans
administered by Ecology in EAGL. The PPG guidelines may be more stringent than the
administrative requirements found in EAGL. If you do not find answers to your questions in
either of these documents, contact your grant’s financial manager for assistance. See Appendix D
- General Terms and Conditions in the program guidelines.

Payment reimbursement overview

The grant is not a cash award. You will be reimbursed for eligible expenses.

PPG grants do not require matching funds. These grants can pay 100 percent of the grant-eligible
costs of the project.

You must submit a complete payment request at least once per quarter, but no more often than
once per month.

You must register as a statewide vendor in order to receive payment reimbursement. Washington
State’s Department of Enterprise Services (DES) issues all payments. You can complete the
registration process online here:

Progress reports

You must submit a corresponding progress report as part of each payment request. Your grant’s
financial manager cannot process a payment request without a progress report.

Grant Renewal

PPG agreement renewals are a requirement in order to receive the second year of funding.
Ecology will monitor your performance to determine whether your grant will be renewed after
the first year. Your grant’s financial manager monitors performance through your payment
requests and progress reports.

Evaluacién de Solicitudes

Ecologia usa una lista de chequeo para determinar si su solicitud cumple con los criterios de
elegibilidad. Su solicitud debe ser entregada a EAGL antes de la fecha tope para asegurar que va a
ser evaluada. Las solicitudes recibidas después de la fecha tope no son elegibles para fondos.

Todas las solicitudes seran evaluadas contra los siguientes criterios:

e Si el solicitante cumple con uno 0 mas de las consideraciones de prioridad.

e El extenso a que el solicitante ha demostrado la habilidad para manejar fondos de subvenciones.
e Habilidad anterior en conexion con una subvencion de participacion publica.
e El extenso a que el solicitante ha demostrado la habilidad de medir los resultados del proyecto.

e El grado a que la actividad de participacion publica promovera o implementara las prioridades
estatales de manejo de desechos peligrosos y solidos.

Las solicitudes recibiran un tanteo numérico basado en los resultados de la evaluacion. Ecologia
desarrollara una lista ordenada de todas las solicitudes. Se entregaran las subvenciones a las
solicitudes con el tanteo mas grande dentro de limite de los fondos del programa establecido.

SUBJECT: Fiscal Sponsors and Multiple Applications

Organizations may submit more than one Public Participation Grant (PPG) application for two
reasons:

1. They may have more than one project they want to implement, or
2. They are acting as a “fiscal sponsor” for another organization.

Some organizations may be capable of implementing a project but may not have the resources
to administer a grant. In these cases, another organization may act as a “fiscal sponsor” of the
implementing organization. Fiscal sponsors submit the application and sign the grant
agreement. Fiscal sponsors may also submit payment requests and project reports on the
sponsored organization’s behalf. This is usually the extent of their involvement in the project.

The PPG application asks both organization and project related questions. Most of the
guestions about the organization will be concerning the fiscal sponsor. The implementing
organization should be identified in the project and task descriptions. The implementing
organization may also be listed as an additional signatory on the Recipient Contacts form.

Ecology may limit the number of grants to one applicant if total requests received exceed the
biennial budget. This will apply to the organization implementing the projects. This will not
apply to fiscal sponsors unless they sponsor multiple projects for one organization.
